1.  David called the meeting to order at 6:28 pm 
2.  Mark Campbell discussed the proposed 2026-2027 school budget.  May 20th at 6pm there will be the public-school budget meeting. 
3.  Department Heads-Kip shared with the Board that the Fire Department already has a vehicle policy in place.  Pat discussed with the Board that the posted road signs are down.  The Selectmen had removed them, Pat shared with the Board that he didn’t think that the roads were ready for them to come down yet.
4.   Items by the Board of Selectmen- Janet shared the Somerset County Commissioners Meeting and how the topic of Highland Plantation wanted to de-organize.  It will not be happening this year and before it does the fire truck will need to be removed from the building.  Kip suggested to bring it back and sell it.
Janet discussed the flower beds at the office.  She will be changing them out to 2 whiskey barrels, and the pieces of the playground equipment still need to be removed from the grounds.  There was some discussion with David Cary regarding the building addition.  There was some discussion regarding the town signs.  
Raymond motioned to have Sign Works finish the job, Janet 2nd and all were in favor.  
Janet motion to enter into executive session pursuant to 1 M.R.S.A. § 405 (6)(A) personnel matters, it was 2nd and all were in favor at 7:18pm.  The Board entered back into public session at 7:36 pm.  Raymond motioned to not renew the appointment position of Road Commissioner with Pat Mitchell.  David 2nd and all were in favor.  There was a brief discussion regarding Gary Agren’s garage that is for sale.  The Board briefly talked about the snowplow turn around on Deer Farm Rd.  Raymond has started grading the roads.
5.   Items by the Public- Dallas Landry discussed with the Board that there was still a vacant school board member seat, and that Harry Stout might still be interested.  He asked that Stacie call Harry and see if he is, so that hopefully he can be sworn in before the budget meeting on the 20th.
Trace asked if there were solar policies, and the Board told him that there were and where to find them on the website.  
James was concerned about trees that were marked on his property and on Middle Rd that were marked to be taken down.  No decisions were made regarding this.
